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House Vote 387 – HR 1427: Federal Housing Finance Overhaul – Illegal Immigrants

May 22, 2007 – Price, R – Ga., Amendment that would require all owners or renters of housing built with affordable housing fund money to establish their legal residency through use of secure forms of identification. This provision, if enacted, would lead to a broadening of enforcement of immigration law by those unequipped or trained to do so.

House Vote 485 – HR 2638: Fiscal 2008 Homeland Security Appropriations – Immigrations

June 15, 2007 – Tancredo, R – Colo., amendment that would bar the use of funds in the bill to assist state or local governments that refuse to share information with the Bureau of Immigration and Customs Enforcement on an individual’s citizenship or immigration status.

House Vote 486 – HR 2638: Fiscal 2008 Homeland Security Appropriations – U.S. – Mexico Border Fence

June 15, 2007 – Royce, R – Calif., amendment that would bar the use of funds in the bill for Customs and Border Protection fencing, infrastructure or technology for anything but a minimum of two layers of reinforced fencing and roads for a border fence along the U.S. Mexico border.

House Vote 857 – HR 2786: Native American Housing – Immigration Law

September 06, 2007 – King, R-Iowa, Amendment that would bar the use of funds in the bill to contravene the Immigration and Nationality Act. The provision would expand immigration enforcement to social service programs.

House Vote 442 – HR 2892: Fiscal 2010 Homeland Security Appropriations – Illegal Workers

June 24, 2009 – King, Iowa, amendment that would bar the use of funds in the bill to employ illegal workers, as defined in the Immigration and Nationality Act. The provision would expand immigration enforcement to social service programs.

Kingston E-Verify Amendment to 2010 DHS Appropriations Bill - H.R. 2892

An amendment to prohibit the use of the bill's funds for contracts with entities eligible for, but do not participate in, the E-Verify program. The Kingston amendment would have required all DHS contractors and subcontractors to use the E-Verify system to verify the eligibility of their employees. The amendment failed in the House Appropriations Committee on a vote of 23-35.

Calvert E-Verify Amendment to Agriculture Appropriations Act of 2010 - H.R. 2997

An amendment to prohibit the use funds for contracts with entities eligible to participate in the E-Verify program, but who elect not to participate in the program.The amendment would have required all Department of Agriculture contractors and subcontractors to use the E-Verify system to verify the eligibility of their employees.
HR 1215 – Immigration Oversight and Fairness Act

February 26, 2009 – Roybal-Allard D-Calif., The bill would reform immigration detention procedures. The bill would regulate how detainees are treated, requires extensive training for personnel having direct contact with minors, and provides protective detention alternatives for specified categories of vulnerable aliens.

HR 1751 – American Dream Act

March 26, 2009 – Berman, D-Calif., A bill to amend the Illegal Immigration Reform and Immigrant Responsibility Act of 1996 to permit states to determine state residency for higher education purposes and to authorize the cancellation of removal and adjustment of status for alien students who are long-term United States residents and who entered the United States as children.

HR 1024 – Uniting American Families Act of 2009

February, 12, 2009, Nadler, D-N.Y., Amends the Immigration and Nationality Act to include a "permanent partner" within the scope of such Act. Defines a "permanent partner" as an individual 18 or older who: (1) is in a committed, intimate relationship with another individual 18 or older in which both individuals intend a lifelong commitment; (2) is financially interdependent with the other individual; (3) is not married to, or in a permanent partnership with, any other individual other than the individual; (4) is unable to contract with the other individual a marriage cognizable under this Act; and (5) is not a first, second, or third degree blood relation of the other individual. Defines a "permanent partnership" as the relationship existing between two permanent partners.

HR 3828 – Citizenship and Immigration Backlog Reduction Act

October 15, 2007, Clark, D-N.Y., Directs the Attorney General and the Secretary of Homeland Security to jointly provide to the appropriate congressional committees a plan for ensuring that within 18 months of the date of enactment of this Act the National Name Check Program will no longer have any requested name checks from U.S. Citizenship and Immigration Services (USCIS) in backlog status (as defined by this Act).

HR 2414 – AgJobs Act of 2009

May 14, 2009, Berman, D-CA., Directs the Secretary of Homeland Security (DHS) to confer "blue card status" upon an alien who: (1) has performed agricultural employment in the United States for at least 863 hours or 150 work days during the 24-month period ending on December 31, 2008, or earned at least $7,500 from U.S. agricultural employment; (2) applied for such status during the 18-month application period beginning on the first day of the seventh month that begins after the date of enactment of this Act; (3) is otherwise admissible to the United States; and (4) has not been convicted of any felony or a misdemeanor, an element of which involves bodily injury, threat of serious bodily injury, or harm to property in excess of $500.

HR 1868 – Birthright Citizenship Act of 2009

April 2, 2009, Deal, R-GA., Amends the Immigration and Nationality Act to consider a person born in the United States "subject to the jurisdiction" of the United States for citizenship at birth purposes if the person is born in the United States of parents, one of whom is: (1) a U.S. citizen or national; (2) a lawful permanent resident alien whose residence is in the United States; or (3) an alien performing active service in the U.S. Armed Forces.

HR 878 – The Nuclear Family Priority Act

February 4, 2009, Gingrey, R-GA., Amends the Immigration and Nationality Act to replace existing family-sponsored immigrant categories with a single preference allocation for spouses and children of permanent resident aliens. Reduces the number of, and revises the calculation for, fiscal year family-sponsored immigrant entrants.

HR 2305 – SAFE Act

May 7, 2009, Goodlatte, R-VA., Amends the Immigration and Nationality Act to eliminate the diversity immigrant program (Visa lottery).

HR 3308 – SAVE Act

August 23, 2009, Shuler, R-NC., The bill creates harsher border security, mandatory nationwide use of E-Verify and greater interior enforcement.

HR 2406 – CLEAR Act

May 14, 2009, Blackburn, R- TN., Mandates the enforcement of federal immigration laws by local municipal police agencies. Specifically, the bill States that: (1) state and local law enforcement personnel, have the authority to investigate, apprehend, or transfer to federal custody aliens in the United States (including interstate transportation of such aliens to detention centers) (2) Any state the refuses enforcement assistance shall not receive certain federal incarceration assistance.
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
